Meaning: The word ‘Ab’ means ‘Father.’ It is often used as a main component (a prefix) in a variety of 
different Hebrew names, such as ‘Abraham’ or ‘Abigail.’ It is also used in the Talmud to denote the 5th 
month on the Hebrew calendar. The word ‘Ab’ is never depicted as an actual name in the Bible. 

Please note: The Hebrew meaning for ‘Ab’ can extend outside the contemporary application of a 
traditional ‘father’ to include a ‘counsellor’, ‘judge’, ‘leader’ or ‘source.’
