Meaning: The name ‘Abdi’ means ‘Servant of Jah.’ It is derived from two Hebrew root words. The first 
is ‘Abad’ meaning ‘to work’, ‘to labor’, ‘to serve’, ‘to minister’ or ‘to worship’; it’s a word generally used 
to denote a ‘servant’ or ‘slave.’ The second root word is ‘Jah’, short for ‘Jehovah’, the name used to 
denote the ‘Covenant God of Israel.’  

Alternative meanings include: ‘Slave of Jah’, ‘Minister of Jah’ or ‘Worshipper of Jah.’ 

Please note: The letter ‘i’ in the name ‘Abdi’ is used as an abbreviation for ‘Jah’ or ‘Jehovah.’  
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
