Meaning: The name ‘Achshaph’ means ‘Enchantment.’ It is derived from the Hebrew root word 
‘Kashaph’ meaning ‘to whisper a spell’, ‘to enchant’ or ‘to practice magic.’ The Phoenician city of 
‘Achshaph’ was situated at the foot of Mt. Carmel, and was allotted to the tribe of Asher. The name 
most definitely has reference to sorcery, witchcraft, divination and the occult.  

Alternative meanings include: ‘Fascination.’ 
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
