Bible Name: Amram Language: Hebrew Pronunciation: am-rawm’

Meaning: The name ‘Amram’ means ‘Exalted Kinsman.’ It is derived from two Hebrew root words. The
first is ‘Am’ meaning ‘people’, ‘nation’, ‘tribe’ or ‘kinsmen’ (as a congregated unit). The second root
word is ‘Ruwm’ meaning ‘to be high’, ‘to be lofty’, ‘to be exalted’, ‘to be raised’ or ‘to be arrogant.’

Alternative meanings include: ‘My Kinsman is Exalted’ or ‘Exalted People.’
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
