Meaning: The name ‘Ataroth-Addar’ means ‘The Crowns of Addar.’ It is derived from two Hebrew root 
words. The first is ‘Atar’ meaning ‘to encircle’ or ‘to surround.’ This word is generally used to denote a 
crown, wreath or compass. The second root word is ‘Adar’ meaning ‘to be high’, ‘to be great’, ‘to be 
honorable’, ‘to be majestic’, ‘to be noble’, ‘to be glorious’, ‘to be magnificent’ or ‘to be ample.’ 

Alternative meanings include: ‘The Crowns of Nobility.’  

Please note: The word ‘Ataroth’ is plural in nature (due to the Hebrew suffix ‘oth’).
